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Here is my mini fam report on the cruise we had last week.

We flew TH and the Club class was ok.  Seats are falling apart!!   A little extra leg  room  in their "J"  class  but not much - definitely better  than coach  for  leg room  ( general  space)   in flight service was great,  food was  good .   

MSC is a European based cruise line.   We were on the orchestra.   3000+ pax.  This ship was massive.  The Mediterranean itinerary was excellent-- Capri, Genoa,  Barcelona, Sicily,  Tunis…  all real  gems in the med.   

The ship had all the bells and whistles you could want (Spa, pools, tennis, gym, theatre etc.)   The ship is new and well laid out.

The food was "ok"     I think this is more of a budget cruise line; naturally, tons of Europeans as pax and generally good service.

I guess like most cruise lines the charge for a lot of the extras, like room service.  

The general experience was 6/10 for me.  I would not cruise with them again, and I am not sure I would recommend them.  I don’t like  a lot  of crowds  when  I  travel  and it  gets  very  busy on this  ship.
