Disney World Florida-February 2006- Marc
Our holiday began Feb13th at 4:00am, we loaded up the truck and began our two-day drive to Orlando.  We crossed over at Windsor/Detroit where we didn’t have problems at all and, because we left early, we did not hit any traffic.  The drive was very straight-forward:  I75 all the way at speeds ranging from 55mph to 70 mph depending on the State.  After 18 hours of driving (this includes many rest stops) we pulled into Chattanooga, Tennessee where we had pre-booked a room at the Country Inn and Suites for 39.00 USD (including breakfast) - decent room for a stop-over hotel.  The next morning we were off at 730 am with only a 10-hour drive ahead of us.  The weather was starting to get considerably warmer as we kept heading south .  
Disney

We pulled into the Pop Century at around 6pm.  Disney's Pop Century Resort is one of four hotels that make up the "value resort" group. The hotel is themed around different decades in American culture. Much like the other resorts within the value category, there are supersized versions of various items built around the hotel. Each themed area features motel-style buildings adorned in gigantic (3 meters+) phrases and iconography of the particular decade being represented. The resort has 2,880 rooms in ten separate buildings, three pool areas and one central area that houses the front desk, gift shop, arcade and food court.  If you have clients staying at this property the 50’s or 60’s would be the most convenient.  The hotel was completed in 2004 with a current expansion in the works, therefore everything is new and extremely clean.  It is very evident that Disney is all about the client, staff is always accommodating and is everywhere maintaining the property.  Each hotel sells an insulated mug for 12 USD which allows for unlimited beverages for the duration at the property.
Theme Parks

During our stay at Disney we first spent two days exploring and enjoying Magic Kingdom.  We found that, even though lines were long, with the way Disney operates, we did not have to wait more than 20-30 mins per attraction.  There is something for everyone at Magic Kingdom. 

Next was Animal Kingdom, again lines moved quickly so enjoying all the attractions was made easy.  The safari was great, you feel as if you are actually in an African savanna. There are rides and attractions suitable for all ages.  We found that one day was enough in Animal Kingdom.

Next was Epcot, very unique and interesting attractions.  The kids really enjoyed the interactive attractions and rides. There is a section themed with countries of the world which literally gives you a genuine experience of each place. 

MGM Studios had great shows and interactive attractions for kids.  MGM truly gives you a realistic studio experience.  There were many rides that would have been great for adults.

Blizzard beach is an enormous waterpark with a large network of water slides wave pool and rivers.  We stayed at the kids’ section where there was more than enough to keep them occupied.

Downtown Disney is another city all on its own, with lots of shopping, dining and shows that are open till late.

During one of our lounging days we drove into Kissimmee where I did a sight inspection for one of our groups. Dining at Disney

The food at the Disney resort was great, there were hundreds of healthy choices at reasonable prices.  We ended up spending 60 USD per day for the entire family (5, including 3 very young girls, ranging from 1 to 5).

Disney also sells a mealplan, but we found that we ended up saving about 400USD by doing our own thing.

Transportation at Disney

Since we had a vehicle and stayed on a Disney property we did not have to pay for parking at any of the parks, we just found it much more convenient than taking the bus or train.  If you are flying in I would not rent a car for that purpose as there is frequent transportation to and from all the parks.

The drive home was not as exciting as the drive down (especially getting strep throat the day we left)  We left at around 8am and pulled into Lexington Kentucky around midnight.  The next morning we were on the road by 730 am and arrived home by 630pm.

We had a great time in Disney and plan to “FLY “back in a few years when the kids are older and experience the other side to Disney.
