	Accommodations:

Oceanfront Private Plunge Pool Room...Beautiful room each plunge pool is seperated from the ones beside by a concrete barrier and there is a waterfall from the wall into each one...There are other plunge pool suites in the 2 buildings on the right side of the resort if you're facing the ocean.  The oceanfront ones do have a huge marble shower with 6 adjustable showerheads...rooms were very large.  The gardenview rooms were smaller, basic shower but nice.

The buffet is in the center of the resort right on the beach with the large central pool behind it...very nice buffet, theme nights around the pool, good food, good selection.  The Japanese restaurant has the chef cooking on the grill infront of you, very good food, very good service. 	On-Site Entertainment & Activities

Golf is included except for the Clubs, Carts and Caddies...we paid $55 for the Cart and Caddy for 18 holes and then the tip for the Caddy for 2 people.  Golf course was very nice, surprisingly not a lot of water.  There is a shuttle from the end of the last building to the right beside the tennis courts.  Also they will let you leave your clubs for the duration of your stay.  The resort also had a trapeze on the beach and did activities during the afternoon and evening, especially around the infinite edge pool with the swim up bar.  The bars had the best selection of alcohol that I've seen in an all-inclusive and no premium upcharges for it... Baileys, Crown Royal, Johnnie Walker Black, Appelton's Special Rum etc...  There is a very large games room open air and attached to the Lobby.  They had pool tables, ping pong, checkers, backgammon and a few I didn't know...plus some slot machines.
